Locating Student State Identification Numbers

All Chicago Public Schools students are in the State Information System (SIS) and have been assigned a nine digit state identification number. Note that student state ID numbers must be used for the Prairie State Achievement Examination (PSAE). If you do not have a pre-ID label for a student, this information should be bubbled in on both Day 1 and Day 2 answer documents. 
You can locate a student’s state ID by taking the following steps: 

1) Log into IMPACT and access SIM.

2) Enter the student’s name or CPS ID.  
3) Click on the student’s name and then on the “Overview” tab.  The SIS ID is the third item on this page. 

You can also create a roster of all grade 11 students in the school that will list each student’s state ID number. 

Create a roster by taking the following steps: 
1) Log into IMPACT and access SIM. 
2) In the left-hand menu under “Admin”, click on “Reports”. 
3) Under “Student List Reports”, click on “CPS Student Alpha List”. 
4) Under “Filters”, search by Grade Level (Active) ( equals ( 11th grade. 
5) Click “Run Report”.
